¢ Ecology, Health, and Fire Safety Committee report
findings to legislature on whether safer and
technically feasible alternatives that meet applicable
fire safety standards are available for televisions,
computers, and residential upholstered furniture.

¢ If alternative is identified for a product, deca ban
for that product goes into effect on January 1,
2011.

¢ If no alternative is identified, Ecology, Health, and
Fire Committee review alternatives annually and
deca ban takes effect no earlier than two years from
date that a safer and technically feasible alternative
that meets applicable fire safety standards is
identified.

* Penta and octa banned in consumer products with
exceptions for airplane safety equipment, used cars and
parts, medical devices, recycled carpet padding, and
used products. U.S. chemical manufacturers have already
voluntarily ceased the production of penta and octa.

¢ Deca banned in residential mattresses. According to the
Washington State Department of Health, safer chemicals
and non-chemical approaches are available that meet new
Consumer Product Safety Commission fire safety
standards.

January 1, 2011
* Deca banned in televisions, computers,
and residential furniture ONLY IF
safer and technically feasible alternative
that meets applicable fire safety
standards is identified by Dec. 15, 2008.
